Notes

Louisiana specs permit transverse mechanical grooving, but contractors elect not to use this method.  The cost for mechanical grooving is included in the material cost.

Mississippi went to mechanical transverse grooving three or four years ago.

Several states gave cost estimates for items they don’t usually do; Kansas, for example, said in its response that the cost estimate for longitudinal diamond grinding came from those few instances where the state has used the practice.

Iowa only requires longitudinal mechanical grooving for high-performance concrete.

New York is currently transverse but is going to longitudinal by Spring 2004.

Ohio – Cost of Grooving is incidental to deck placement.  $8/SF was paid on a CO once.

Virginia - * - Used only when have a smoothness problem when deck is out of tolerance. 
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
