New Hampshire requires the application of damp burlap within 30 minutes of finishing or dry cotton mats within ten minutes followed by immediately saturating the mates with water.

Wyoming allows liquid membrane cure in lieu of a wet burlap cure, not necessarily in addition to wet cure.  The state allows double application of membrane as a primary cure method.

Iowa does not use liquid membrane on high-performance concrete to enable the wet burlap placement within ten minutes of final finishing.  Iowa also requires a full seven days of continuous wet sprinkling cure for high-performance concrete.

Alabama allows another form of curing: sprinkling or spraying that provides a continuous and complete moist condition.

Hawaii’s specs call for water curing by water spray, water saturated coverings, and ponding.  Water curing starts after application of liquid membrane.

New York – Options of burlap and /or Combination of burlap and curing covers
Virginia – * - The moist curing period is 7 days and until 70% f’c is attained.  After wet curing of the bridge decks, Virginia applies a curing compound tested to VTM-2 at a rate of 100 to 150 square feet per gallon.  The method to test curing compound is VTM-2 which is quite different from ASTM C309.  VTM-2 is more stringent.

Virginia - ** - Cotton Mat are allowed, but contractors generally use wet burlap.
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
