Note about software required to participate

Special software is required by the National Highway Institute to participate in the web conference. This is fairly common, and you are being advised early. If you are not able to download and install this software, you may wish to contact your local Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Division Office – or other FHWA business unit - and make arrangements to view the web conference at that office. Because the web conference is NHI-sponsored, this software issue should not be a problem at the FHWA Division Offices, where it is probably already in use.  is in the Wisconsin Division.  Another workaround would be to go to another stakeholder’s facility and view the web conference there. An example is the recent mid-April NHI web conference on National Highway Visibility where about eight of us in the Madison, WI, area and one from Milwaukee met at a computer learning lab at the University of Wisconsin, rather than the FHWA Wisconsin Division Office. We were able to have a discussion after that web conference, as well as do some networking.

FIRST TIME USERS: Install the Windows-based Meeting Console (5 MB file) before the web conference:

This can take several minutes, so do ahead of time and while it is pretty straight forward, depending on your abilities you may need IT help.
