Description:  Proposers: Nina McLawhorn & Pat Casey (WisDOT) w/ Mark Chandler (FHWA); Nelda Bravo, USDOT Bureau of Transportation Statistics, will partner.

The proposal is to conduct two web-based (http://www.uwex.edu/ics/about.htm) web-based Library and Information Services for Transportation (LISforT)1 training sessions using a WisDOT PowerPoint presentation ‘Mining the Internet for Transportation Information’. We will first acquire training (with demonstration) by UWMadison Extension for the WisDOT presenters; then provide WisDOT training, to get experience with the technology while training WisDOT staff. This will be done as part of the WisDOT training program to the WisDOT Districts and other related transportation sites in WI. This will be getting a commitment for WI DO funding of  $660 for 20 sites in WI. This activity builds on a series of seven presentations by FHWA WI DO staff Mark Chandler, to WisDOT District offices, titled ‘Access to Library and Web-based Technical Information,’ conducted in 2001.

The second part of the proposal builds on the first part, and is to do a regional web-based Library and Information Services training session sometime during (or around) the Library and Information Services workshop (August 14-16, 2002), again using a revised WisDOT PowerPoint presentation. An hour and a half presentation, to approximately 5 sites per state in the 11 state Midwestern Transportation Research Network (MTRN). The MTRN is the Federal Highway Administration's Highway Community Exchange "Community of Practice" (CoP), found at http://www-fhwa1.ornl.gov/cops/hcx.nsf/home. This proposal is for $1,815 and will cover 55 sites in the Mid-western region – MRC is being asked to fund this.

Needs Addressed: Demonstrate to WisDOT, FHWA, others, a cost effective technology transfer tool; demonstrate a method to train under very tight budget and travel constraints currently being felt by WisDOT and other state DOTs; effectively deploy web-based tools to access Research, Research-in-progress, and Technology Transfer.

Expected Benefits: Provide and demonstrate excellent cost/benefit training under very tight budget and travel constraints, using state of the practice technology (World Wide Web, telephone system, personal computers, PowerPoint Presentations).
