Description: There are two parts to this proposal, a Wisconsin Division and MRC component.  The Wisconsin component involves awarding plackets to State DOT or consultant staff who have adeptly applied the Value Engineering (VE) Methodology towards advancing Wisconsin projects – award judging will be accomplished by the Wisconsin Division Federal-aid VE coordinator in cooperation with WisDOT Central Office and District Office VE staff.  In addition, this proposal will recognize a Grand Award individual(s) who will receive a placket as well as have a their name associated with a library contribution in the amount of $500 from FHWA.*  The contribution will enable acquisition of engineering related material vital to the Value Engineering profession and will be located in the WisDOT Central Office Library.

The second component involving the MRC, is for establishing a State-of-the-Practice recognition award for Midwestern StateDOTs or consultants advancing Value Engineering in the Midwestern States.  A team of Resource Center and HQ level staff as well as Value Engineering Society professionals would be organized to develop a judging process and present an award for the best VE application and practice.   Similarly, an indivigual placket would be awarded as well as a dedicated library contribution in the amount of $2000 from FHWA.*

Needs Addressed: Promote Value Engineering practices throughout the Mid-West Region states public transportation sector.

Expected Benefits: Improved Stewardship of Federal-aid program funds.

Enhanced information sharing of State-of-the-Practice.
