Description:  Proposers: Alien Switzer (MRUTC) and Mark Chandler (FHWA); Nina McLawhorn & Pat Casey (WisDOT), and Nelda Bravo, USDOT Bureau of Transportation Statistics, will partner.

The proposal is to provide the Electronic Communications for a regional Midwest Conference on Library and Information Services for Transportation, August 14-16, 2002, at the Pyle Center in Madison, WI.
